Iran: The Nuclear
Proliferation Clock
is Ticking

Military Matters in Review

uly 24, 2009 -- Secretary of State Hillary Rodham Clin-
ton announced July 22 that the United States might
extend a “defense umbrella” over the Middle East if Iran
insisted upon defying international demands to stop possi-
ble nuclear weapons development. This is the first time
that a senior U.S. official has publicly discussed a defen-
sive shield. What might her warning imply?
+ |t could signify increasing concern within the admin-
istration that Middle East states like Saudi Arabia
and Egypt might be tempted to pursue nuclear pro-
grams in self defense.
+ |t might be interpreted as an extension of the nu-
clear umbrella that the United States has promised its
Asian allies in case they are attacked by nuclear
weapons. Israel’'s minister of intelligence and atomic
energy, Dan Meridor, suggested that interpretation of
Clinton’s pronouncement by using the term, “nuclear,”
in connection with the “defense umbrella.”
+ |t could be intended to provide justification for the
proposed missile defense system in Eastern Europe.
+ |t might suggest that Washington is prepared to
accept Iran’s achievement of nuclear capability as
inevitable.
+ |t might be just the opposite -- that the Obama ad-
ministration is telling Israel, “Don’t take things into
your own hands. We'll be there to help you. Trust us.
As Sir Nigel Sheinwald, the British ambassador to the
United States, said, it may be only an attempt to
‘reassure our partners in the gulf.”

If the last is so, we're talking apples and oranges so
far as Israel is concerned. What if Mexico, or, say, Can-
ada, had announced that the United States should be
wiped from the pages of history, and had started develop-
ing a nuclear program? What would Americans think if --
again hypothetically -- perhaps India promised to place us
under a nuclear shield? If | were an American decision
maker, I'd say that India was far away, that the threat is
here and now, and that it was time for us to eliminate it.

So what about the Israelis? One U.S. official was
quoted as saying, “Are they anxious? Yes, they're anx-
ious.” He said they are losing patience because diplomacy

is not working. They've made it clear that they can strike
the heart of Iran’s nuclear program, but are not ready to
make their move just yet.

Just as Secretary Clinton’s “defense umbrella” can be
interpreted several ways, the Obama administration’s
messages concerning an Israeli strike have been mixed.
For example, Adm. Mike Mullen, the chairman of the Joint
Chiefs of Staff, has advised that any Israeli strike against
Iran would be destabilizing to the region. On the other
hand, Vice President Joseph R. Biden Jr. said this month
that the United States “cannot dictate” Israel’s decision on
military action. Two days later, President Obama told CNN
that the United States was “absolutely not” giving Israel its
approval for a strike.

Responding to this diplomatic confusion, Gen.
Mohammad Ali Jafari, the head of the Iranian Revolution-
ary Guard, reminded the world that Iran also could make
strikes into Israel: "There is nothing stopping us from tar-
geting Israel's nuclear sites and this will definitely happen
if we are attacked,” he said. “Our rockets have the preci-
sion capabilities to target all the Israeli nuclear sites.”

The latest estimates conclude that Iran could have
nuclear weapons within a year, and three years at most.

The White House has given Iran until late September
to accept an offer of talks on abandoning its nuclear plan,
and until the end of the year to show progress.

Meanwhile, Defense Secretary Robert M. Gates was
scheduled to be in Jerusalem on Monday to meet with
Israel's prime minister and defense minister in talks that a
senior American military official said would be connected
with Israel’s growing anxiety over Iran’s nuclear work. The
official said that the trip was routine and that Mr. Gates
was not going to “roll out a map and do contingency plan-
ning for some strike on Iran.” We'll see.

Late night on 23 July the Senate passed its version of
the FY 2010 National Defense Authorization Act.
This will be paired with the House bill that was passed on
25 June for the final Defense Authorization Act. As usual,
a number of MOAA’s priority issues were considered as
amendments to the basic bill, some were adopted and
some were not.

The Senate and House bills both authorized a 3.4%
pay raise for the Active Duty forces as opposed to the
2.9% proposed by the Administration. Since the 3.4%
raise appears in both bills, it will most likely be in the final
bill.

Senator Nelson’s amendment to terminate the SBP/
DIC offset was again approved, but with no similar bill in
the House version. This issue has not been included in
the final bill in several previous years. Despite some to-
ken progress made in this area recently this issue does
carry a price tag that may again keep it out of the final bill.

Senator Lautenberg’s amendment that will establish in
law that health care for the military and their families is a
benefit earned by dedicated, arduous service and per-
sonal sacrifices by the military member and the family was
adopted. This amendment also charges the Department
of Defense to find other sources of funds to pay for health
care than passing the expense to beneficiaries through
increased fees and co-pays. MOAA thinks that this will
make the annual campaigns of recent years to ward off
health care fee increases by the Department of Defense
unnecessary.

Senator Lieberman’s amendment will authorize the
Army to increase its manpower levels by 30,000 in 2010.
This increase is included in the House bill, but would re-
quire that the Army budget for it and not start until 2011.
With today’s frequent deployments and short dwell times,

this manpower increase is needed now to ease the burden
being carried by the Active Force, the Guard and Re-
serve.the

It is disappointing that Senator Reid’s amendment that
would have authorized concurrent receipt of VA disability
pay and military retired pay failed. There is hope for some
since the House version includes a phased-in concurrent
receipt plan for members who were retired due to disabil-
ity. This will be decided through negotiations by the two
bodies.

Also included is a provision that would give military
spouses the option to elect the same state of domicile as
the member. This will relieve spouses of the stress and
inconvenience of complying with some of the local require-
ments that accompany PCS moves.

These are representative of more than 300 amend-
ments considered by the Senate, and other issues, that
are of high interest to MOAA members. The final FY 2010
National Defense Authorization Act will be the result of
lengthy actions by a House and Senate Conference Com-
mittee that most probably will not be convened until after
the August recess. This will, of course, have to be signed
by the President and then funds will have to be appropri-
ated.

THE UN-COMFORT ZONE

“Writing is not a job; it's a hobby!” thundered my father
when | told him my plans for college. “You need to get a
profession: medicine, law, engineering or accounting.”

| cheerlessly acquiesced and enrolled in a Pre-Med
program, but at the end of my first year, after struggling
through Chemistry, | changed my major to Philosophy.
When | told Dad, he grunted, “That and a dime will get
you a cup of coffee.” He passed away shortly after that
but his words echoed in the back of my mind for years.

After graduation | searched for a job in writing. At the
same time, | wrote short stories like crazy, and sent them
off to dozens of magazines. Years passed and | failed to
find a job in writing, so | supported myself by waiting ta-
bles and bartending. Meanwhile, rejection letters from
the magazines began piling up, and | was beginning to
get discouraged.  Then one day, | met a friend for a
beer in a bar near the campus of my alma mater. When |
visited the restroom, some graffiti written on the wall with
an arrow pointing to the toilet paper dispenser caught my
eye. It read: “Bachelor of Arts Degrees — take only one,
please!” Rather than laugh, | grimaced and thought,
“‘Boy, does that sound like my Dad.”

Five years had gone by, and other than a few free-
lance jobs writing advertising copy, | had not made a
penny from writing. | was beginning to re-think my life,
when | recalled the encouraging words from my ninth
grade English teacher.

She had assigned my class with several essays to
write. | remembered the glowing paragraphs of praise
she wrote in bright red ink at the top of all my papers.
There must have been a dozen of those compositions,
and just recalling them gave me hope. | thought, “At
least one person in the world believes in my writing.”

It was just the encouragement | needed, and | dou-
bled my efforts to find work. Soon | was getting a great

deal more freelance work. Enough that | was able to quit
working in restaurants. Enough to make a down payment
on a house. Then whenever | needed a boost in confi-
dence, | would think again of those dozen glowing para-
graphs of praise written in bright red ink at the top of my
essay papers. Suddenly everything seemed to gel. |
sold my first book; | won several very important advertis-
ing awards; and three colleges were asking me to teach
a class in copywriting. | was feeling very grateful and
once again thought of my ninth grade English teacher
and those glowing paragraphs of praise written in bright
red ink. | decided to look her up and give her a call.

When | got her on the phone my first shock was that
she did not remember me. | was certain | had been one
of her favorites. My second was when she told me that
she never wrote paragraphs of praise. “There were sim-
ply too many papers to grade to write more than a word
or two,” She said. “l would write ‘Nice Work’ or ‘Good
Job,” but never anything more.”

Unconvinced, when | got off the phone, | went up to
the attic and dug out the box that held my old school
work (yes, it's true — I'm a total pack rat — especially
when it comes to things I've written!). It took a while, but
| finally found those old papers. She was right; there
were no paragraphs. And, there was far less than a
dozen - only two. About the only thing | remembered
correctly was the bright red ink. | did, however, rate more
than one or two words. On the first one she wrote,
“Nicely written — well thought out.” On the other, “Good
Sense of Humor!”

Nine words. Nine little words that were so heartening
that over the next 15 years they grew into hundreds in my
mind. Nine words that motivated me to stick to my
dreams. My point? Even the least bit of praise can be
powerfully motivating. So, don't keep it in — use your
power!

nificant impact on Florida’s economy by helping keep the
current military base infrastructure intact while promoting
the transfer of additional military assets to Florida.

To ensure the continued growth of Florida’s defense
economic sector, the new council will develop an under-
standing of the capabilities of all state military installa-
tions with the goal of supporting future growth opportuni-
ties.

They will also support local community efforts by act-
ing as liaison between local communities and the Florida
Legislature.

The council will help Florida support the military in-
stallations and the servicemembers working at them by
guarding against the closing of installations in Florida or
realigning their resources to other states.

According to a 2008 economic study conducted by
the University of West Florida Haas Center, defense-
related spending is important to Florida’s econ-
omy. Highlights of the study include the following:

+ Department of Defense spending flowing directly
into Florida’s economy totals $27.1 billion. Defense-
related spending accounts for 7.5 percent of Florida’s
gross state product and a total of 732,300 direct and
indirect jobs.

+ Since 2003, the economic impact of military and
defense activities in Florida has increased by more
than 9 percent each year, and the industry can ex
pect continuous growth, reaching an economic im
pact of $59.5 billion by 2010.

+ Since 1999, the State of Florida has invested
nearly $40 million in Defense Infrastructure Grants to
fund joint-use infrastructure projects around military
bases to improve or upgrade roads, water supply,
power grids and communication.

Florida’s 20 military installations are based in 13
counties. The three unified combatant commands are
U.S. Central Command and the U.S. Special Operations
